The presentation will give an overview of a historically specific appropriation of the barbaric within the 
context of Bataille’s avant-garde publication Documents (1929-1930) and intersecting proto-fascist 
positions of the time. In conclusion contemporary artistic and theoretical positions addressing the 
aesthetic and political implications of this correlation will be discussed.
