The Emanuel and Sofie-Fohn Scholarship Foundation is once again offering scholarships totaling

Applicants (criteria are specified by the founders in the foundation deed):

Highly talented students (BA/MA/diploma) from universities, colleges and art academies within the last
two years (October 2022 - October 2022)
Austrian citizenship or South Tyrolean citizens with German mother tongue

Scholarship holders from previous years are not allowed to apply once again

Documents (submitted as PDF documents with 10 MB and 25 pages maximum each):

e  Curriculum vitae (+ confirmation of enrolement, BA/MA or diploma certificate)

e A collective certificate of all examinations taken so far (even if you have already completed
your studies)

e Proof of citizenship

e For students of artistic studies: additionally a portfolio with the five most important artworks

e For students of art history: possible publications/texts (e.g. catalog texts, published exhibition
reviews, dissertation concepts or texts that give the jury an impression of the writing
competence such as image interpretations, a max. 2 DinA4 pages)
