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Abstract 

The prospective paper aims to elucidate a praxis that negotiates cosmopolitical strategies of creating a 
common world. It surveys a topology of 26 Couchsurfing homes in Europe, describing places that 
materialize cosmopolitanism through the practices of hospitality. Furthermore, this paper constructs 
thereof an assemblage of a European open home. The central question in this paper asks what is 
'everyday' cosmopolitcal praxis in the context of the European Home. And how is such praxis 
mediated onto the global scale? 
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
