Residency

After arriving in Austria, please check the following requirements:

Mandatory Residence
Registration

By law all people living in
Austria have to register
their place of residence

at the registration office.
All information, contacts
of the registration service
centres, online reservation
for appoint ments, appli-
cation form and required
documents are available
on the website of the city
of Vienna. You'll get a re-
sidence registration cer-
tificate which is required
in several cases such as
opening a bank account, for
voting rights or similar.

The residence registration
is not connected to any
visa or residence permit!

Registration Certificate for
EU and EEA nationals

All EU and EEA citizens
residing in Austria longer
than 3 months need to
apply for the registration
certificate at the competent
authority, the Municipal
Department 35 (MA35).
Please consult the website
of the city of Vienna for
further information about
contacts, online reser-
vation for appointments
and application forms.

Residence permit for
non-EU and non-EEA
nationals

You have to apply for a
residence permit either in
advance at an Austrian
authority abroad, or after
arriving in Vienna at the
Municipal Department 35
